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Forward

to stay consistent, or how to understand what they are
reading.

This reading plan is not about speed or spiritual
performance. It is about developing a faithful,
sustainable rhythm of meeting God in His word day by
day. Some days will feel deeply meaningful. Others may
feel quiet or unfamiliar. Both are part of spiritual growth.
Whether this is your first time reading Scripture cover
to cover or a returning commitment, my prayer is that
this journey helps you not only understand God’s Word
more clearly but experience His presence more
personally.

Begin With Prayer
Invite God into your reading before you begin. Ask Him
to reveal truth, bring understanding, and soften your
heart.

Read With Presence, Not Pressure
You are not completing an assignment. You are
building relationship with God through His Word.
Allow yourself to read slowly and attentively.

Reflect Along the Way
Keep a journal nearby. Write prayers, questions, verses
that stand out, or moments of conviction and
encouragement.

Pause Without Guilt
If you fall behind, simply return. God is not measuring
your performance. He is inviting your presence.

Walk With Others When Possible
Sharing Scripture with a friend, mentor, or group often
deepens understanding and encourages consistency.

How to Use This Guide
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1.Set Your Why

Ask yourself:
Why do I want to study the Bible?
Do I want to grow closer to God? Understand my
purpose? Learn truth?

Clarifying your why will keep you grounded and
motivated.

2.Pick a Bible You Understand

If you're just beginning, consider:
King James Version (KJV)
New King James Version (NKJV)
New Living Translation (NLT)
English Standard Version (ESV)
Christian Standard Bible (CSB)

Avoid versions that feel too complex or archaic (like
the original KJV) unless you're comfortable with it.

3.Designate a Time and Place

Set aside a quiet, regular time for Bible study.
Morning? Great.
Lunch break? Perfect.
Night before bed? Also, good.

The most important thing is to be consistent.

Getting Started: Planning Your Study
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4. Gather Your Tools

You don’t need everything at once, but a few basics
help:

A Bible
Notebook or journal
Pen/highlighters
A Bible app and Bible commentary
A study plan (which you have in this study guide)

Getting Started: Planning Your Study
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1.Start Small

10–15 minutes a day is a strong start.
Don’t feel like you need to read whole books in one
sitting.

2.Reflect and Write

Use the SOAP method:
Scripture: Write the verse that stood out.
Observation: What do you notice?
Application: How can you live this out?
Prayer: Write a short prayer.

3.Track your progress

Use the monthly study tracker sheets to help you keep
track of where you are and your progress. This also
helps you understand your pace and what you can or
cannot achieve within a month.

4.Don’t Compare Your Journey

Everyone’s pace and revelation will look different. God
meets you where you are.

How to Approach Each Daily
Reading
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1.  Pause, Don’t Quit
It’s okay to feel stuck or confused. This is normal. Take
a break, pray, and come back.

2.  Switch It Up
Try:

Reading a different book (try Psalms or John)
Listening to an audio Bible
Watching a short Bible project video for
background

3.  Ask Questions
Write down what confuses you. Bring it to:

A trusted mentor or friend
Online study tools like GotQuestions.org
Prayer – God reveals truth in time

4.Revisit Your Why
Remind yourself why you started. This is a relationship,
not a race.

What to Do at a Roadblock
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The Bible is one unified story told across many books,
written by different authors over thousands of years.
Understanding how Scripture is organized helps bring
clarity and confidence as you read.

The Bible Is Divided into Two Main Sections:

The Old Testament
Focuses on creation, God’s covenant with Israel, and
the foundation of God’s redemptive story.

The Old Testament is not arranged strictly in
chronological order. Instead, it is organised by literary
type. Understanding the timeline helps bring clarity to
how the story unfolds.

The New Testament
Centers on Jesus Christ, the birth of the Church, and
the continuation of God’s plan of salvation.
